Please note the report is not to exceed one page and needs to be submitted electronically as a MS Word document as well as having an original signed hard-copy forwarded to the Institute Manager (no scanned copies, please).

The write up is meant for Imperial Oil's tax filings, not for any scientific purposes. It should only contain the bare minimum of technical information. Under each category only a short description, one or two lines are required to highlight the relevant information and/or the accomplishments under that category.

It is important that the write up be restricted to one page and one page only.

Work completed in the past 12 months:

Describe the approach used, project plan, new designs attempted, experiments and/or analysis conducted, interpretation of results, and conclusions.  Describe the actual work done to develop the products or attain the results.

•
Project Start and expected completion date:

Was the project completed this year? If not, indicate when you expect the project to be completed.

•
Supporting Documents (list):

To substantiate that the work was carried out as, there must be evidence of the work done. Generally, the documents produced in the course of doing the research will be sufficient to support the position.
